Comicopia ATL – Imagine Earth is a dynamic exploration of climate change through the lens of comics and graphic novels. Organized by Kultur Ensemble ATL (a collaboration between Alliance Française and Goethe-Zentrum) and l’École du Samedi, this event brings together esteemed artists from France, Germany, and the United States to share their unique perspectives on our world and its future. 
By merging art, storytelling, and environmental activism, Comicopia ATL presents a visually striking and thought-provoking approach to one of today’s most pressing issues. 
Comicopia ATL - Imagine Earth will welcome 5 artists from France, Germany and the United States for 3 days of special events from April 24th through 26th. These renown artists will be the jury of the Comicopia drawing contest.
Who can participate?
Children and young adults from the age of 7 years old to 21 years old in three categories:
· 7 years old to 11 years old
· 12 years old to 16 years old
· 17 years old to 21 years old
Participation rules
1. The age of the artist on April 15th, 2025, decides in which category they can participate. Only the winners’ IDs will be verified.
2. The drawing must be representing of the theme of this year’s Comicopia Festival: 
Imagine Earth (Humankind and Nature facing Climate Change). 
CREATE A HERO THAT WILL SAVE THE PLANET
3. It must be executed by an individual, not a team. 
4. The artist may choose to draw the portrait of the hero or create a short comic strip.
5. The drawing must be hand-drawn made in pencils or markers, in black and white or colour, on a letter-format (A4) sheet of paper, to ensure uniformity 
6. Only one drawing per person in one of these three HERO categories:
· Magicians / Wizards
· Fantastic Animals
· Superheroes 
7. To the back of the drawing, write the artist’s name. Attach completed Participant Form to the drawing to make sure we can reach you if you win!
Deadline : The drawing must be deposited or sent by mail by April 15th , 2025 (date as confirmed by postmark) to the Alliance Francaise Atlanta (see address below).
Winners Announcement
1. A jury made up of artists from Comicopia Atlanta Festivals will then select the winners by April 24th 
2. There will be a winner and a second prize in each category for each age group, 18 prize total.
3. Winners will be announced on April 25th at the latest and will receive their prizes in person on April 26th at the Atlanta International School at 11:30 am! Information about the winners will be communicated directly to the artists or the supervising adult
